Parking   

Fair (say 8 cars max). Ad hoc layby near old post office.

Gradients   
One very short quite sharp, otherwise mainly easy. 

Going   

A few rocky and some wet patches, but mainly good paths




and tracks. No stiles; very little road. 

Shelter   

Not many trees or hedges, but much of walk is in a valley




affording some protection from strong winds.

Notes 

This is an "out and back" walk. An alternative right of way




from point 5 to the start can involve problems with the ford


over the  Afon Gwesyn, which is however usually negotiable




with care (wellies or bin liners over boots might be needed)




Excellent views make the waterfall at point 7 a good lunch 




spot. Although no path is shown, Drygarn Fawr can be 




reached from here (but the route can be very boggy).




No path is shown between points 3 & 4 and no right of way




between 4 & 5 and between 6 & 7, but the route has been




walked for many years. 
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
